By each
illustration, is an index quoting tﬁe part numbers of the various items and a cross reference
to enable the customer to recognise the part by description (See page 57 for further details),
With these aids there should be no difficulty in Identifying the parts you require. Alwa
quote the engine number and prefix letter stamped on the left hand (drive side) of the
crankcase below the cylinder base flange. Always use a separate sheet of writing paper for
your order if you are sending a letter as well.

In order to facilitate quick reference, the quoting of any order number, invoice
number or reference from previous communications s of essential importance.
